Can play in a group, extending and elaborating on play ideas


Aware of own feelings, and knows that some actions and words can hurt others’ feelings


Begins to accept the needs of others and can share resources


Talk freely about their home and community


Demonstrate flexibility and adapts behaviour to different events and changes in routine








Mathematics


Show curiosity about numbers by offering comments or asking questions


Use some number names accurately in play


Willingly attempt to count, with some numbers in the correct order


Recognise groups with one, two or three objects


Use ordinal numbers in different contexts


Shows an interest in representing numbers, using fingers, marks on paper or pictures


Sometimes match numeral and quantity correctly


Compare two groups of objects saying when they are the same, have more or less


Uses positional language


Talk about the shapes of everyday objects


Match some shapes by recognising similarities and orientation


Use mathematical names to describe shapes


Make comparisons considering weight and height.

Shows interest in the lives of the people who are familiar to them


Remembers and talks about significant events in their own experience


Shows interest in different ways of life


Comments and asks questions and aspects of their familiar world


Shows interest in technological toys

Expressive Arts and Design





Enjoys joining in with dancing and ring games


Taps out simple repeated rhythms


Sing a few simple, familiar songs


Use various construction materials, stacking blocks vertically and horizontally, making enclosures and creating spaces


Uses movement to express feelings


Makes up rhythms


Use available resources to create props to support role play


Enjoy stories based on themselves and people and places they know well


Engage in imaginative and role play based on own first–hand experiences


Begin to use representation as a means of communication


Captures experiences and responses from a range of media, such as music, dance and paint


Understands that they can use lines to enclose a space, and then begin to use these shapes to represent objects


Explores and learns how sounds can be changed


Explores and learns how colours can be changed








Physical Development


Move in a range of ways such as slithering shuffling, rolling, crawling, walking, running, jumping, skipping, sliding and hopping.


Negotiate space successfully adjusting speed or change direction to avoid obstacles


Mounts stairs, steps or climbing equipment using alternate feet


Show respect for other children’s personal space when playing among them


Persevere in repeating some actions/attempts when developing a new skill


Show awareness of a range of healthy practices with regard to eating, sleeping and hygiene


Observe the effects of activity on their bodies


Draws lines and circles using gross motor movements


Demonstrate increasing skill and control in the use of mark-making instruments, blocks, construction sets and small world activities.


Uses one handed tools and equipment
