Interested in other peoples’ play and starting to join in.


Can play in a group and demonstrates friendly behaviour.


Expresses own preferences and interests.


Can select and use resources with help.


Shows confidence in asking adults for help


Shows understanding and cooperates within boundaries and expectations.


Accepts needs of others and can share and take turns with resources.




















Communication and Language Development


Listens with interest to the noises adults make when they read a story.


Show interest in play with sounds


Understands more complex sentences like ‘Put your toys away’


Uses a variety of questions


Uses a variety of simple sentences


Attention is focussed


Responds to simple instructions


Can retell a past event in simple sentences


Builds up vocab that reflects their breadth of experience





Repeats words and phrases from familiar stories


Shows awareness of rhyme and alliteration


Listens to stories with increasing recall


Knows that print carries meaning


Distinguishes between the different marks they make


Sometimes give meanings to mark as they draw or paint





Understanding the World


Enjoys playing with small world models, eg train track, farmyard 


Show an interest in technological toys, ie cameras, mobile phones


Knows that information can be retrieved from computers


Knows how to operate simple equipment eg turns on a CD player.


Can talk about why things happen and how they work


Are curious and interested in making things happen.


Learn that they have similarities and differences that connect them to others


Knows some of the things that make them unique


Recognise some special times in their lives and the lives of others.


Comments and asks questions about aspects of their familiar world such as the place they live or the natural world

Joins in singing favourite songs


Shows an interest in the way musical instruments sound


Experiments with blocks, colours, marks


Taps out simple repeated rhythms


Explores colour and how colours can change


Uses various construction materials


Realises tools can be used for a purpose


Begin to make believe by pretending


Use movement to express feelings


Engages in imaginative role play based on first hand experiences


Captures experiences and responses with a range of media, such a s music, dance, paint











Physical Development


Moving and Handling


Begin to show preference for a dominant hand.


Beginning to use three fingers to hold writing tools (tripod grip)


Shows control in holding and using jugs to pour, hammers, books and mark making tools.


Use one handed tools and equipment


Can copy some letters eg from their names


Health and self care


Helps with clothing eg putting on coat, zips, buttons


Understands that equipment and tools have to be used safely.


Can tell adults when they are tired, hungry, want to rest or play


Observes the effects of activity on their bodies





Mathematics


Numbers 


Creates and experiments with symbols and marks representing ideas of numbers


Begins to make comparisons between quantities


Knows that a group of things change in quantity when something is added or taken away


Recites numbers in order to ten


Sometimes matches number to quantity correctly


Anticipates specific time-based events





Shape, Space and Measures 


Notice simple shapes and patterns in pictures.


Are beginning to understand the language of size


Begin to categorise objects according to properties such as shape or size


Use positional language


Beginning to talk about the shape of everyday objects
