Show an interest in why things happen


Are curious and interested in making things happen.





Investigate various construction materials





Show an interest in ICT





Recognise some special times in their lives and the lives of others

Show confidence in linking up with others for support and guidance


Show increasing independence when selecting and carrying out activities


Show increasing confidence in new situations


Learn social skills and enjoy being with and talking to other children


Show awareness that some actions can hurt or harm others


Seek to do things for themselves, knowing that an adult is close by, ready to support and help if needed

















Communication and Language Development


Language for Communication


Learn new words rapidly and are able to use them in communicating about matters that interest them


Listen to stories with increasing attention and recall

Linking Sounds and Letters


Show interest in play with sounds, songs and rhymes Distinguish one sound from another





Reading


Have some favourite stories, rhymes, songs, poems or jingles





Writing/Handwriting


Distinguish between the different marks that they have made
